Waste Collection Services suspended

Rubbish collection will be restricted to red bins only on Wednesday 5 March and citywide
bin collection will stop from Thursday 6 March until further notice, due to the significant risk
of Tropical Cyclone Alfred.

Prepare your property and get ready

« Secure or put away any loose items or outdoor furniture around your property.

e Trim any tree branches to reduce the risk of damage to your home, property and
power lines.

e Clean roof gutters and downpipes.
« Move your car undercover or somewhere safe; secure boats, caravans and trailers.
» Make arrangements to keep your pets safe.

« Fill BBQ gas cyclinders, fill your petrol tank and charge EV batteries to help charge
phones etc.
